Applications submitted between March 13" and April 23™
are $100 and the final application deadline is May 7, but it will cost you $300 to apply between April 24" and
May 7™. At this point in time, absolutely no applications will be accepted after May 7™. If you plan to compete
for NAYC, please also be sure to contact Joan Clay, our Region Coordinator for the FEI Juniors and Young
Riders and let her know your intent.

March.

o The USEF Horse ID is free, and you can apply to your USEF Member Dashboard.
